This is the last will and testament of me John Hore of “Ellerslie” Orrong Road Caulfield in the Colony of Victoria Esquire I appoint George Day of Sydney in the Colony of New South Wales Member of The Legislative Council
of New South Wales James Richard Edwards of Forbes in the said Colony of 
New South Wales Land Agent and Richard George Goodisson of Elizabeth Street Melbourne in the Colony of Victoria Stock and Station Agent to be Executors and Trustees of this my will I DIRECT that my body shall be buried in the Church of England Section of the Cemetery at Albury in the grave purchased 
by me adjoining that of my late wife I BEQUEATH the sum of twenty five 
pounds to the officiating clergyman in the Roman Catholic Church at Albury aforesaid upon the condition that he reads or causes to be read the Roman Catholic Funeral Service over my body at the said Cemetery but if such service shall not within one hour after the reception of my body at the 
said Cemetery be so read than I DECLARE that the said bequest to the said Roman Catholic clergyman shall be void AND I direct that my remains shall be buried as aforesaid and the burial service of the Church of England be read and that my body be buried according to the rites of the said Church of
England and the said sum of twenty five pounds be paid to the officiating clergyman of the Church of England at Albury aforesaid for his own use
I Devise to my said trustees and their heirs ALL THAT my freehold estate known as “Cumberoona” situate on the River Murray near Albury in the Colony of New South Wales TO HOLD the same upon trust in the first place as to that portion of such “Cumberoona” Estate as is now in the occupation of Mrs. William Waite the sister of my late wife Elizabeth Hore to permit the said Mrs. William Waite to continue to personally occupy the same for life without impeachment of waste AND subject thereto To the use and intent that Catherine Hore the widow of my late brother Thomas Hore and her assigns may receive during her life the yearly rent charge of two hundred pounds charged upon the said premises known as “Cumberoona” and to be payable by equal quarterly payments the first of such quarterly payments to be made at the end of three calendar months after my decease AND to the further use and intent that if any part of the same rent charge shall at any time be unpaid for twenty one days after any of the times hereby appointed for the payment thereof THEN
and so often it shall be lawful for the said Catherine Hore and her assigns to enter into and distrain upon the said premises hereinbefore charged therewith or any part thereof (except during the life and occupancy of the said Mrs. William Waite the said portion of such estate which she shall be 
at liberty to occupy as aforesaid) and to dispose according to law of the distresses then and there found TO THE INTENT that thereby or otherwise the said rent charge and every part thereof so unpaid and all costs and expenses
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occasioned by the nonpayment thereof may be paid and satisfied AND to the further use and intent that if any part of the said rent charge (John Hore witnesses E.Dickason Emily Pixton) shall at any time he unpaid for forty 
days after any of the times hereby appointed for the payment thereof then
and so often (although there shall not have been made any legal demand thereof) it shall be lawful for the said Catherine Hore and her assigns to enter into and upon and to hold the said premises (except during the life and occupancy of the said Mrs. William Waite the said portion of the said estate which she shall be at liberty to occupy as aforesaid) and to take the rents and profits until she or they shall thereby or otherwise be paid and satisfied the same rent charge and the arrears thereof due at the time of 
such entry or afterwards to become due during his or their being in possession of the same premises together with all costs and expenses occasioned by the non-payment thereof and such possession when taken to be without impeachment of waste AND subject as aforesaid to hold the said “Cumberoona" Estate and every part thereof UPON TRUST for my nephew John Joseph Hore son of my late brother Thomas Hore for life without impeachment of waste AND from and after the death of my said nephew John Joseph Hore then to hold the said “Cumberoona” estate (subject to the aforesaid provisions in favor of Mrs. William Waite

to one undivided third part or share therein TO HOLD the same for my nephew Pierce Wagra Hore son of my said late brother Thomas Hore for life without impeachment of waste AND from and after the death of the said Pierce Wagra Hore then to hold the said one third share in trust for all and every the child or children of the said Pierce Wagra Hore as shall be living at his decease if he survives me or at my decease if he predeceases me equally absolutely and for ever but if any such child shall die or have died 
leaving a widower widow child or children surviving the said Pierce Wagra Hore if he survives me or surviving me if the said Pierce Wagra Hore predeceases me then such widower or widow and child or children shall stand
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in the place of and share equally the share which would have been taken by such deceased child of the said Pierce Wagra Hore if living AND as to one other undivided third part or share in my said “Bowna” estate TO HOLD the
same for my nephew Patrick Hore son of my said late brother Thomas Hore for life without impeachment of waste AND from and after the death of the said Patrick Hore then to hold the said last mentioned one third share in trust for all and every the child or (John Hore—Witnesses E.Dickason Emily Pixton) children of the said Patrick Hore as shall be living at his decease if he survives me or at my decease if he predeceases me equally absolutely and for ever but if any such child shall die or have died leaving a widower widow child or children surviving the said Patrick Hore if he survives me or surviving me if the said Patrick Hore predeceases me then such widower or widow and child or children shall stand in the place of and share equally 
the share which would have been taken by such deceased child of the said Patrick Hore if living AND as to the remaining other undivided third part 
or share in my said “Bowna" Estate TO HOLD the same for my nephew Edwin Charles Hore son of my said late brother Thomas Hore for life without impeachment of waste AND from and after the death of the said Edwin Charles Hore then to hold the said last mentioned third share in trust for all and every the child or children of the said Edwin Charles Hore as shall be 
living at his decease if he survives me or at my decease if he predeceases
me equally absolutely and for ever but if any such child shall die or have died leaving a widower or widow child or children surviving the said Edwin Charles Hore if he shall survive me or surviving me if the said Edwin Charles Hore shall predecease me then such widower or widow and child or children shall stand in the place of and share equally the share which would have 
been taken by such deceased child of the said Edwin Charles Hore if living PR0VIDED ALWAYS that this devise in favor of the said Edwin Charles Hore 
is not to vest or take effect unless and until he shall attain the age of twenty one years AND in the meanwhile until he shall attain that age my trustees may allow him to receive and retain such part of the income and proceeds of the said last mentioned third share as they in their absolute discretion shall think fit and his receipt or the receipt of the guardian

to my trustees discretionary power to postpone for such period as shall seem expedient the sale of all or any part of my freehold and leasehold

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mentioned legatees in my lifetime shall (except as regards the mortgage debts hereinbefore specifically bequeathed) according to the amount thereof be taken in full or in part satisfaction of his her or their legacy or legacies unless I shall otherwise declare by codicil to this my will I EMPOWER my trustees to postpone the payment of the said Legacies during such period as they shall think fit but if the same shall not be paid within twelve months after my decease then the said legacies shall bear interest from such last mentioned date at the rate of five pounds per centum per annum payable half yearly, provided the net income from my estate shall be sufficient for that purpose but if insufficient then at such lesser rate as the said income will admit but any excess of income over the said five pounds per centum per annum shall together with the first years income form part of my residuary estate AND if after payment of the above mentioned legacies and payments there shall be any part of the said residuary estate retaining I DIRECT my trustees to pay and divide the same between my said brother Charles Hore and such of the children named in my said will as shall be living at my death of my other brothers and sisters in proportion to the amounts of the legacies hereinbefore given to my said brother and the said children respectively BUT I DECLAHE that if my said brother Charles shall predecease me leaving issue any of whom shall be living at my death such issue living at my death shall take equally amongst them if more than one the share in my said residuary estate which my said brother would have taken if living at my death AND I DECLARE that such of the devises bequests or legacies hereinbefore devised or bequeathed as shall lapse or fail by the death of the devisees or legatees in my lifetime or otherwise shall except as otherwise provided by this my will form part of the (John Hore witnesses E.Dickason Emily Pixton) ultimate residue of my estate AND I DECLARE that any and all devises and bequests and legacies which shall come to any female shall be held for her sole and separate use notwithstanding coverture I DECLARE that my trustees shall have power in their discretion to settle my accounts and wind up my affairs and in so doing to make such arrangements relative to debts and demands due or claimed to be due to or from my estate as they may judge expedient with liberty to accept composition or securities from and grant indulgencies to debtors and wholly to release the property mortgaged or pledged in part payment of the money secured and to admit the claims of creditors on evidence not strictly legal and to pay demands which have become barred by statutory or other limitation and also to submit accounts and questions to arbitration and for any of the purposes aforesaid to enter into and execute such
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agreements instruments of composition releases assignments submissions to arbitration and other things which they may think expedient I .DIRECT that my trustees may employ agents bailiffs collectors accountants and servants in collecting debts and otherwise in the administration of my estate and in making out and keeping the accounts thereof with such salaries and allowances as they shall think fit and reasonable I DECLARE that it shall be lawful for my trustees upon their selling any portion of my property whether real or personal to exercise the power of sale herein contained by selling such property or any part thereof together or in lots and either by auction or private contract and either at one time or at several times and upon such sale or sales to make and enter into such conditions of sale or contracts as they shall think fit and also to buy in the said property or any part thereof at any sale by auction and to rescind or vary any contract of sale and to resell the property which shall be so bought in or as to which the contract shall be so rescinded without being responsible for any loss which may be occasioned thereby or consequent thereon and the receipts of my trustees for any money payable hereunder shall effectually discharge the person or persons paying the same from being answerable or accountable for any misapplication or non-application thereof or any part thereof or from being obliged to see to the application thereof AND I hereby authorise and empower my trustees to enter into and make all necessary conveyances transfers agreements assignments assurances and other instruments and things which may be necessary for completing any such sales or carrying the same into effect I DIRECT that my trustees may deduct and mutually allow to each other all disbursements and expenses incident to the execution of my will and shall be responsible each for his own acts and defaults only and irresponsible for losses occurring without wilful neglect or default and shall be indemnified with or out of my trust property against all (John Hore Witnesses E•Dickason Emily Pixton) liability consequential on the execution of my will I EMPOWER the competent trustees or trustee for the time being of this my will to fill up any vacancies which shall from time to time occur in the trusteeship by the death in my lifetime or afterwards or by the disclaimer resignation secession incompetency or unfitness of any trustee or by any trustee taking up his abode without the limits of the Colony of New South Wales and Victoria and in default of any surviving or competent trustee then this power shall be exercisable by the proving or acting executor or executors or administrator or administrators for the time being of the last deceased trustee and upon every such appointment any trust property transferable 
at law shall be legally vested by proper assurances to be made at
